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Dear readers!

We present to your attention the fourth
issue of the journal in 2024. This issue is devoted to
the problems of international relations, processes in
the countries of the post-Soviet space and the West.
Almost all the authors discuss the issues of the power
potential of countries: someone talks about information
resources, someone about the need for a multi-vector
policy, someone about humanitarian policy as "soft
power”, someone about military presence. General
methodological issues of analyzing power in the
international arena are considered in the article by
D.ADegterev. Noting the differences in approaches to
understanding power and the ambivalent, complex
nature of its implementation, the author offers his
own hierarchy of different types of power: structural
power, complex interdependence, "hard" and "soft"
power. According to D.A.Degterev, the relationship
between the use of this or that force is determined by
the national strategic culture, which is shown in the
example of the global competition between the United
States and China.

Political processes within the United States
are analyzed by D.A.Kochegurov. The author offered
his view on the pre-election situation of the 2024
presidential elections in the United States and on the
team of candidates for leading positions in the US
government of D.Trump. The candidates' positions
are analyzed not only from the point of view of their
domestic political and domestic state interests, but also
through the prism of their attitude to Russia.

The American elite from the standpoint of
the prospects for Russian-American dialogue is also
analyzed in the article by N.M.Travkina. The author talks
about the fragmentation of political elites, in particular,
about the specific transformation of power groups
into oligarchic ones and the emergence of a "colored”
elite of American society, consisting of different racial

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and ethnic groups and strata. This provoked a struggle
between the old "white" elite and the new "colored”
elite. According to the author, in the conditions of this
competition, the opportunities for Russian-American
dialogue are narrowing.

The article by M.M.Bazlutskaya and A.N.Sytnik
presents the results of a frame analysis of US digital
diplomacy in Russia, conducted using artificial
intelligence (ChatGPT, Gephi, Voyant Tools). The
authors believe that the COVID-19 pandemic has
led to the emergence of hybrid or mixed diplomacy,
and this phenomenon is currently evolving towards
transmedia diplomacy, which helps overcome the
external fragmentation of the Internet. In these
conditions, the role of foreign ministries is changing,
turning from the primary source of information into
transmedia holdings. Based on the theory of transmedia
engagement, on the analysis of the four largest crises in
relations between Russia and the United States (2011,
2012, 2014, 2022), the authors of the article show how
US digital diplomacy is expanding its audience by
involving networks of media sources.

The fact that modern politics is increasingly
using Internet technologies and forming new
communication channels is stated in the article by
A.IMyasnikov. The author analyzes the online discourse
of left-wing populists in France, considering it as a way
of self-representation ahead of the 2024 European
Parliament elections. The research methodology is
based on the analysis of discourses by E.Laclau and
Ch.Mouffe and the theory of P.Ibarra and J.Kitsuse.

Political discourse in the context of information
and psychological warfare is the subject of research
by RlIZaripov. The article defines information
and psychological warfare, examines five types of
information and psychological weapons, and analyzes
the discourse of each of them. According to the author,
this allows us to identify the configuration of vectors of
international interaction, modeled in public opinion,
and the readiness of political elites to interact. In
particular, "based on the analysis of the distribution
of information and psychological weapons in political
discourse by levels and targets, it is possible to measure
and evaluate the actual attitude towards Russia on
the part of political elites of foreign countries, who
explicitly and implicitly broadcast their position
through affiliated communicators."

The topic of information warfare is also
developed in the article by S.V.Bazavluk and
A.AKovalev. The authors consider negative spiritual
and moral influence as one of the methods of
information confrontation and a threat to security. The
threat is realized through the impact on the political
and legal culture by manipulation and encouragement
of destructive behavior. Manipulation is considered
as part of the military strategy of the opponents of
modern Russia, and this encouragement is analyzed

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as an element of the policy of Westernization of Russia.
The article proposes a system of measures to counter
the threat of manipulation of destructive behavior.

Another regular author of our journal,
P.A Barakhvostov, made the object of his analysis such
a historically invariant indicator of spiritual and moral
crisis as hybridization of religious institutions. Based on
the institutional approach, the theory of institutional
matrices, analysis of crises in the Middle Ages in
Byzantium and Western Europe, the author argues that
“the crisis of a social system is an irreparable imbalance
in the institutional matrix, which makes it impossible to
continue its development along the previous trajectory."

Religious issues in the context of spiritual and
moral education are studied by R.A.Mukhamedov,
L.G.Kildyushkina, A.Yu.Yakovleva. The article «"Alatyr"
Antithesis to "Latinism" on the Alien Religious
Expansion of Schismatics» analyzes the spread of
the religious culture of the Skoptsy in the 17th-18th
centuries, devoid of the restraining framework of
Christian commandments and morality. The authors
talk about the need to rethink the religious dogmas of
the past to solve modern problems in the education of
the younger generation.

Multi-vectorism as a sign of real politics and
multi-vectorism as a discourse in the information field
of the post-Soviet countries are considered in the article
by M.V.Katagoshchina, V.V.Komleva, E.A.Kuzmenko,
S.A.Shein. The authors of the article use different
arguments, but in general come to the conclusion that
multi-vectorism is an effective tactical technique of
major international players, leaders of integration
associations and military blocs and is used to achieve
strategic objectives in the humanitarian and economic
spheres, in memorial policy, macro-regional security.
With such a balance of forces, post-Soviet countries
risk becoming led and controlled victims of the foreign
policy ambitions of third countries.

Inthearticleby V.V.Komleva, a detailed analysis
of the intellectual potential of Kyrgyzstan is given. Based
on the developed methodology, the author assesses the
intellectual potential of the country according to five
groups of criteria and identifies the most vulnerable
areas of the development of the country’s intellectual
potential. It was concluded that Kyrgyzstan has not
yet formed the institutional foundations of a unified
scientific policy that would contribute to solving the
problems of developing the country's intellectual
potential, its innovative development and ensuring
scientific and technological sovereignty.

Historical aspects of the urbanization of the
Issyk-Kul region in the 20th century are studied by
N.A.Dakenova. Using the history of the city of Karakol as
an example, it is shown how the dynamics and structure
of the population, migration processes influenced the
development of urban infrastructure and the socio-
economic situation in the region.

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Ya.Ya.Grishin and V.AlLetyaev analyze the
mobilization measures carried out in Poland in 1939
and their impact on the subsequent "September
catastrophe”. The authors associate the reasons for
Poland's defeat in 1939 with the peculiarities of the
mobilization of the Polish armed forces on the eve of the
war, with the confidence of Polish politicians that the
country would be supported by France and Britain.

Dear readers, as always, we hope that the
thoughts of our authors will arouse your keen interest
and will contribute to scientific discussion.
