This program
aims to support young scientists from Central Asia
and the South Caucasus, and the following authors
share their research conducted under the guidance of
Russian scientists: E.M.Vardazaryan, M.M.Dzhumaeva,
M.K.Kadyralieva, Nh.S.Kadyralieva, N.K.Mannanova,
Y.M.Medetbekova, N.A.Minasyan, A.N.Nurdinova and
S.R.Tolibova. We hope you will find their views on
foreign and domestic political processes interesting.

The instruments of implementation of Pan-
Turkism in contemporary Turkish foreign policy are
analyzed in an article by N.A.Minasyan (Armenia),
published in the section "International, Global and
Regional Processes”. The author thoroughly examines
the complex of instruments and mechanisms and
comes to the conclusion that they aim to create a
political entity based on ethnolinguistics. The article
contains interesting data on the positions of regional
and extraregional actors with regard to Turkey's
integration projects.

The policy of "soft power" of China within the
framework of BRICS is studied by E.M.Vardazaryan
(Armenia). According to the author, China views BRICS
not only through the prism of economic development
(primarily with Russia and Brazil), but also from a
political standpoint, as a tool to confront the West and
create an alternative model of international relations.

In the article by A.N.Nurdinova (Kyrgyzstan),
the role of water resources, the features of water
policy, and efforts to regulate transboundary water in
the Kyrgyz Republic are considered on the example of

Factors of formation and development of
relations between Central Asia and Southeast Asia
countries are studied by S.R.Tolibova (Uzbekistan).
The author argues that Southeast Asian countries are
increasingly seen as potential partners in accelerating
integration processes in Central Asia and promoting
interregional cooperation. The article examines the
similarities and differences between the two regions
and discusses the potential for further developing
relations between them.

In addition to articles by young scientists,
the section "International, Global and Regional
Processes" presents an article prepared by well-
known Russian, Armenian and Georgian experts:
A.G.Areshev, A.A.Grishanov, T.Kiknadze, L.M.Ravandi-
Fadai, A.V.Safaryan. They discuss the humanitarian
policy in the South Caucasus by extra-regional actors
such as the USA, Turkey and Iran. The article describes
the characteristics of the approaches and tools of
these countries' humanitarian policies. Considering
humanitarian policy as a part of foreign policy, the
authors conclude that the USA, Turkey, and Iran
compete with each other for influence in the South
Caucasus and with Russia.

In the section "Changing Society", a joint article
by N.K.Mannanova (Uzbekistan), a participant in the
NIIRK academic mobility program, and N.N.Korostyleva
(Russia), a scientific consultant, based on the
competence approach and the Russian experience in
developing "soft skills" for civil servants, studies the
Russian experience. Based on this data, the authors
conclude that it is necessary to build models that take
into account the development of a digital society.

Another article in this section examines
the factors of migration of the rural population of
Kyrgyzstan. Y.M.Medetbekova (Kyrgyzstan) analyzes
the processes of internal and external migration of
Kyrgyzstan population, its main causes, and positive
and negative aspects. The author comes to the
conclusion that migration in Kyrgyzstan is a reflection
of deep socioeconomic and political transformations.
According to her, there is a high possibility that the
situation in Kyrgyzstan, especially in southern regions,
will deteriorate, leading to an increase in the number of
migrants.

The phenomenon of educational migration
is  considered by  A.A.Golovko-Okhremenko,
K.S.Chestnyagina. Their article is devoted to the
analysis of the potential of foreign graduates of US
educational programs. According to the authors, these
graduates, upon returning to their country, could
become intermediaries for establishing international
cooperation with the United States in the scientific,

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educational and business spheres. In addition, US
experience could be useful for improving the system of
attracting foreign citizens to study in Russia.

Migration issues are also addressed in the
section on "Historical Retrospective and Modernity"
by O.V.Medvedeva, who studies the documentation
of population migration records in pre-revolutionary
Russia, the USSR, and modern CIS countries, analyzing
the systems of population migration record-keeping,
including the formation of the passport system,
problems in international migration record keeping,
and recommending improvements and harmonization
of national information instruments.

This section of the journal also presents two
articles by graduates of the NIIRK academic mobility
program. In particular, the article by M.M.Dzhumaeva
(Tajikistan), prepared jointly with scientific consultant
T.S.Kalandarov (Russia), is devoted to the reflection of
the theme of Russian-Tajik friendship in materials of
popular science publications of Tajikistan during the
Soviet period. The authors identify four main groups of
articles related to the theme: anniversaries, memorable
dates, workers and craftsmen, interethnic marriages
and friendship between Tajiks and Russians in Tajik
poetry. According to them, the view on the theme from
2024 is fundamentally different from that of the Soviet
era, and the concept of "friendship of nations" was
supra-ethnic. The concept of Soviet people is examined
in the article by M.K.Kadyralieva (Kyrgyzstan), using
the example of Imanaly Aidarbekov. Attention is paid
to the role of individuals in history, particularly their
participation in national-territorial demarcations,
the integration of different ethnic groups, and the
strengthening of local authorities during times of
political instability.

The section "Power, Politics, State" contains two
articles. One of them was prepared by N.Sh.Kadyralieva
(Kyrgyzstan), who is a participant in the NIIRK academic
mobility program.

The author examines the formation of a
public policy model in the field of higher education in
Kyrgyzstan (1991-2021). To compare educational policy
models, the author identifies criteria and periods.
According to the author, a mixed model of policy has
been formed in Kyrgyzstan by now (with features of
state-paternalism and liberalism), which retains the
features of Soviet education with elements of both
national and European approaches.

The second article in this section of the journal
is devoted to a topical, still little-studied issue: the
integration of the population in new regions of Russia.
Regional and confessional aspects of the integration
process in Severodonetsk, LPR, into the Russian
Federation were considered by T.V.Tsareva. The article
