Using the example of the Kyrgyz Republic, efforts to regulate
transboundary water resources are considered. An assessment is being made of the ability
of state governments in the region to resolve water issues without conflict. International
water projects in the states of the region are considered to ease tensions. A number of
features of the water policy in Central Asian countries which have not been resolved as
problematic issues since the collapse of the Soviet Union are highlighted. The article reveals
the importance of water resources for development of the Central Asian states.
