Dear readers!

This issue of the journal is primarily devoted to
issues of international cooperation in the field of higher
education, organizing work with graduates-citizens of
other countries, increasing the motivation of foreign
graduates for long-term interaction with their alma
mater, and increasing the prestige of Russia among for-
eign students.

The section "International, Global and Regional
Processes" starts with a dive into the world of academic
connections. A.A.Golovko-Okhremenko and K.S.Erem-
ina present a study that reveals the nature and forms
of maintaining contacts between American univer-
sities and their foreign graduates and students. The
article "Institutionalized Formats of Interaction with
Graduates of US Educational Programs” analyzes the
mechanism of alumni associations and their key role in
maintaining contact between former students and their
alma mater. In addition to well-established formal tech-
nologies, attention is paid to informal networks where
alumni of American universities keep in touch with
each other.

The experience of working with foreign stu-
dents at higher education institutions and govern-
ment agencies in France is presented in the article by
A.A Khotivrishvili. The study reveals a variety of uni-
versity projects and initiatives, from carefully designed
adaptation courses to support systems for grants. The
analysis focuses on key areas, from the smooth entry of
students into the French educational system to their in-
tegration into cultural and social life, as well as creating
a solid foundation for a successful career after gradua-
tion in this country.

D.A.Sidorov, N.G.Smolik and A.A.Vaiman con-
vince us that network universities are a powerful tool
for developing educational and scientific cooperation, a
bridge for intercultural communication, and an incen-

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tive for increasing the mobility of students and teach-
ers. They emphasize that these universities contribute
to the formation of a unified educational space and the
harmonization of national education systems, which in
turn can have a positive impact on the socio-economic
development of participating countries.

The importance of interaction in the field of
higher education and culture for promoting the devel-
opment of strategic cooperation is also reflected in the
articles written by young scientists who presented the
results of a pilot study conducted as part of the project
"Russia Today and in the Future: Factors of Attractive-
ness" at the National Communications Development
Research Institution. The article "The Experience of
Studying the Factors that Make Russia Attractive to For-
eign Youth" is comprehensive, presenting the research
methodology of A.V.Boitsova and J.Sh.Tachmedova, an
analysis of factors that make Russia attractive to Peru-
vian young people by 1.0.Gornostayev, and an assess-
ment of the potential for cultural cooperation between
Russia and India through Russian-Indian relations by
E.S.Panova and K.D.Chaika. Additionally, the article dis-
cusses tourism as a means of enhancing Russia's appeal
to Thai youth, which is the focus of LA. Savelyeva) and
the identification of the characteristics of education,
culture, and technology as factors in Russia's appeal to
young people from China, Vietnam, and Cambodia (V.V.
Tikhomolova).

Young researchers are unanimous in their
opinion: relations between the countries studied, rooted
inlong history, are based on mutual respect, trust,and a
deep understanding of cultural, linguistic, and religious
diversity. Strengthening cultural ties and actively de-
veloping strategic cooperation are key factors in main-
taining a delicate balance of values and forces for global
peace and stability.

The issue of the role of education as a key
factor in attracting young people from Central Asian
countries, such as Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, to Russia
is considered by S.0.Atoeva, K.P.Nigmatullaeva, and
V.V.Frank. They believe that cooperation between these
countries in the field of youth policy is not just formal,
but an essential element in strengthening ties and en-
suring economic and social development. Educational
initiatives, cultural events, and joint projects serve as
the foundation for exchanging ideas, knowledge, and
skills needed to address modern challenges.

The article by M.S.Kozlov, S.B.Urmonova and
D.D.Khnykova is also based on the results of a pilot study
conducted by young researchers as part of the project
"Russia Today and in the Future: Factors of Attractive-
ness". As a result of foresight sessions and surveys of
young people, it was found that foreign students from
Lebanon, Palestine, Angola, Egypt, and Nigeria have

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sufficient knowledge about Russia, particularly about
its current government and history in the 20th and 21st
centuries. The authors stress that Russian universities
attract international applicants not only due to the high
quality of education but also due to time-tested teach-
ing methods, a vast scientific base, and outstanding
faculty, making a Russian education highly valuable for
foreign citizens.

The section "Changing Society" continues the
theme of research on work models with foreign grad-
uates. E.A.Kuzmenko identifies current scientific ap-
proaches to the study of alumni communities in mod-
ern scientific discourse, and reveals key stakeholders
and outlines the prospects for the practical application
of various models. The author notes that the internal
economic aspects related to educational activities and
further employment prevail in the scientific landscape,
while the foreign policy potential of foreign graduate
associations remains in the shadows. Tools for effective
interaction with graduates, both in Russia and abroad,
are still being formed, and the academic community
is, first of all, looking for answers to their own pressing
questions.

L.V.Naletova and D.V.Naletova analyze the mod-
els and forms of cross-border education, identify those
most in demand by Russian universities, and note inno-
vative approaches that come from Russian universities
themselves. The authors are convinced that cross-bor-
der cooperation in education is at a promising stage of
development. However, the process of internationaliza-
tion is facing a number of challenges related to the ad-
aptation of existing strategies and the development of
new ones for cross-border education.

A.G.Tsypkina presented an overview of publica-
tions devoted to key problems and trends in the educa-
tion of foreign students. She conducted a comparative
analysis of the Soviet experience and modern technol-
ogies, offering solutions for current problems based on
the best traditions of the past and the most important
elements of current experience. The author highlights
promising areas for the development of educational
policy: the formation of language standards for learn-
ing the Russian language; the creation of alumni clubs
emphasizing volunteering; cultural projects; internship
and employment opportunities; and advanced training
programs.

P.ABarakhvostov examines the communica-
tion regime of Belarus through the prism of the institu-
tional matrix in his article. Analyzing communication
channels and combining communication and institu-
tional approaches, he shows that communication chan-
nels do not arise spontaneously, but are regulated by the
established configuration of institutions that govern
the social system. The intensity of intercountry com-
