The results obtained are an import-
ant resource for a deep understanding of mod-
ern foreign policy strategies in the region, as
well as for developing effective approaches to
their interaction on a global scale.

The article by A.V.Kotik presents a com-
parative analysis of the influence of Turkey,
Great Britain and India on Kazakhstan's for-
eign policy. Particular attention was paid to
identifying specific factors that determine the
effectiveness of their impact. As a result, three
key areas of cooperation were identified: eco-
nomic, political, diplomatic and the strategy
of "smart power", which have a significant im-
pact on Kazakhstani foreign policy. Economic
cooperation with Turkey has the most signifi-
cant impact due to active investment and trade
relations between the countries. Great Britain
uses "smart power" tools such as cultural and
educational initiatives to promote its interests.
India's influence remains limited but is grow-
ing, associated with the development of eco-
nomic and political relations.

The article by E.A.Kolesnichenko is de-
voted to a comprehensive analysis of trends
and results of climate regulation in the context
of modern economic paradigm. It examines
retrospective data on growing global interest
in climate change issues and Russia's engage-
ment in international climate initiatives. Sci-
entific research and practical development
aimed at modernizing methodological and
informational bases for assessing and predict-
ing carbon sequestration potential in forest
ecosystems are of key importance. A study on
Russia's role in global climate governance re-
veals the existence of a well-developed regu-
latory framework and system of government
support for climate actions. This contributes
to establishing carbon trading platforms in the
country and active participation of companies
in profitable projects on international carbon
markets.

T.T.Talantbekov and O.I.Belyayeva pres-
ent the results of a comprehensive analysis of
socio-economic indicators and methodological
approaches to assessing the regional socio-eco-
nomic differentiation of the Kyrgyz Republic
for 2019-2023. The main problem of the study
is the high level of regional socioeconomic dif-
ferentiation characteristic of Kyrgyzstan. The

NATO is a key geopolitical tool of the collective
west that forms alternative agendas to contain
Russia. Today's research on this issue is charac-
terized by strong politicization, complicating
development of sustainable strategy to de-es-
calate conflict.

The section "Changing Society" covers
several important topics related to the study
of institutional, social and economic processes
in different countries. A deep analysis of the
processes of formation and evolution of Ja-
pan's institutional matrix is conducted. Mech-
anisms for the hybridization of institutional
structures are examined. Attention is paid to
the interaction between the expert community
of civil society, state and military institutions.
Great Britain's symbolic capital is analyzed in
light of the current crisis. This is an essential
aspect of research, as well as the assessment of
various countries' achievements in the field of
artificial intelligence based on international
rankings.

The methodological basis for
this research is an institutional approach,
supported by the theory of institutional ma-
trices. Within this framework, the essential
characteristics of a social system are defined
by its institutional matrix consisting of basic
institutions of two types: redistributive and
market-based.

This study demonstrates that,
when external institutions are transplanted
into Japan's institutional environment, they
adapt, acquiring elements from both types of
institutions. Moreover, Japan's institutional
ambivalence, characterized by the absence of a
pronounced dominance of certain types of in-
stitutions, persists to this day. The hybridiza-
tion of institutions, due to the specific origin of
the institutional matrix, promotes the accep-
tance of institutional innovations and ensures
the stability of the country's development.
Japan's unique institutional matrix is a com-
bination of redistributive and market-based
institutions, resulting from its historical devel-
opment under conditions of frontier coloniza-
tion and social isolation. This hybrid structure
gives the country flexibility and adaptability,
enabling it to successfully integrate into the
global community while maintaining its cul-
tural identity and institutional stability.

The article by E.S.Gorelikov is dedicated
to the description of the mechanism of expert
interaction between civil society and military
structures of the state in terms of ensuring
military security. It covers the processes of
interaction between government agencies,
civil society, and the military, as well as the
mechanisms for integrating subjects within
the expert dialogue framework. The proposed
mechanism includes procedures for forming
mixed teams of experts and decision makers,
distributing powers and responsibilities, and is
a complex dynamic system aimed at optimiz-
ing management and coordination in the field
of national security. Its implementation can
contribute to strengthening trust between civ-
il society members and government agencies,
increasing public support for special military
operations, and stimulating the influx of new
knowledge and technology into the military
sector. The proposed approach is an important

The focus of E.B.Makarov's research is
on current realities and crisis trends in the
symbolic capital of the United Kingdom, which
are closely linked to its institutional structure,
prestige, and national identity. Based on Pierre
Bourdieu's methodological approach, which
conceptualizes symbolic space as a physical
space through the projection of the distribu-
tion of different forms of capital that define
social structure, we find ourselves in a context
where symbolic capital can form a stable im-
age of formalized social communities (nations
or states) perceived as attractive by many.
Great Britain uses this advantage to actively
form and maintain the image of its most pres-
tigious institutions, such as the monarchy,
parliament, the Anglican church, the common-
wealth, education system, and cultural heri-
tage, including the British Museum, as mani-
festations of cultural and social development.
The main hypothesis is that there are deep
socio-economic and spiritual crises behind
the "facade of symbolic Great Britain". The ar-
ticle allows for a deeper understanding of the
mechanisms of functioning of symbolic capital
in the context of modern social and political
processes, as well as to identify key trends that
determine the future development of the Unit-
ed Kingdom.

The study by S.E.Zhulikov and 0.V.Zhu-
likova allows us to identify key trends and chal-
lenges associated with the development of arti-
ficial intelligence and justify the importance of
a systematic approach to integrating advanced
technologies into the global economy. The ar-
ticle assesses the evolution of Al in Russia, the
countries of the Eurasian Economic Union, and
the global context with an emphasis on inter-
national cooperation and leading countries'
rating indicators in this area. It also considers
the role of Al as a strategic driver for economic
growth and innovation, as well as the signifi-
cance of forming global platforms and strat-
egies. The methodological part of the study is
based on an integrated approach to assessing
the potential of AI, using data from interna-
tional rankings such as the Global Al Index and
the Stanford AI Index Report 2024, as well as
the PwC's Global Artificial Intelligence Study.

As a result, key themes in Tajik
political studies have been identified, includ-
ing statehood, national identity, security is-
sues, the role of Islam, and the specifics of po-
litical culture. Tajikistan has begun to develop
its own discourse in political sciences based on
domestic research groups, academic institu-
tions and university departments. The meth-
odological features of Tajik research include
a focus on historical-genetic approaches and
a securitization of the problem area. The au-
thor emphasizes the importance of increased
scientific cooperation between Russia and Ta-
jikistan, expanding mobility programs and im-
plementing joint projects.

A.D.Stenyaeva examines China's inter-
action with Maghreb states in the field of de-
fense and security. This aspect is interesting
from a geopolitical point of view and China's
influence on regional processes in Africa. The
historical and current trends of cooperation,
its forms, and effects on regional stability are
analyzed. In the past two decades, China has
significantly increased its presence in the mil-
itary-technical field of these states, making
it necessary to study the reasons, conditions,
trends, and prospects for this interaction.
Special attention is paid to analyzing factors
contributing to military cooperation between
China and Maghreb countries, as well as stra-
tegic aspects. Based on this analysis, it can be

The article by A.A.Kosterin covers meth-
ods and approaches to forecasting military-po-
litical events in the context of international
conflicts. Historical examples and modern
technologies of analysis are considered, in-
cluding political, economic and military fac-
tors. Attention is paid to identifying explicit
and latent processes that contribute to the
fragmentation of the forecast background and
determining the most relevant methodologi-
cal approaches to forecasting the dynamics of
international conflicts in the context of social
relations. The study is based on an interdisci-
plinary synthesis, including critical analysis
of existing theories of international relations,
sociological concepts of conflict, and political
science forecasting models. This allows inte-
grating knowledge from various fields of sci-
ence to gain a deeper understanding of the na-
ture and dynamics of international conflicts.

The importance of understanding mi-
gration processes and developing effective
strategies to manage them in the Kyrgyz Re-
public is emphasized in N.A.Nuraliev's article.
Socio-economic, political, and cultural aspects
of migration flows are analyzed, as well as
their consequences for the country's foreign
policy. Key challenges include the outflow of
working population, increased social tension,
demographic structure transformation, and
political sentiment. Based on statistical data
analysis and expert assessments, recommen-
dations for improving Kyrgyzstan's migration
policy are proposed, taking into account na-
tional interests and regional specifics, as well
as the need to strengthen political stability and
inter-ethnic harmony.
