A.A Belikova conducts in-depth analysis
of international broadcasting and "track two"
diplomacy, examining them as complex and
dynamic tools for international communication.
The article examines the evolution of these
phenomena, from traditional forms of
propaganda to more modern models of dialogue-
based interaction. Special attention is paid to
media platforms, which significantly increase
the range of participants in the communication
process, including professional journalists,
bloggers, civil society representatives and
activists.

I.A.Konovalov examines the growing
geopolitical tensions in the Asia-Pacific region
(APR), focusing on its strategic significance
on the global political agenda. Given the
transformation of international interactions
and changes in relations with Russia, research
into the mechanisms and prospects for
cooperation with key Asia-Pacific actors is
particularly relevant.

The author identifies
the dual nature of relations with Russia, which
is manifested in conflicting statements and
polarized public opinion regarding issues
of integration with the CSTO, EAEU and EU.
Tikhonova emphasizes the importance of
maintaining friendly discourse and suggests a
set of measures to reduce negative rhetoric to
stabilize the communication regime.

A.lFattakhov presents the results of a
study examining the influence of international
actors on cognitive space as a strategic resource.
The article examines current trends, structure
and mechanisms of influencing cognitive space,
including hybrid methods. The author conducts
a historical analysis to classify the technologies
used to influence cognitive consciousness. Based
onacomprehensive analysis of current trends, the
author formulates practical recommendations
for managing cognitive space aimed at increasing
its sustainability and effectiveness.

The "Changing Society" section addresses
several significant topics related to the
analysis of institutional, social, and economic
processes in various countries. This issue of
the journal examines social psychoanalysis
as an interdisciplinary method for studying
international relations; discusses key aspects of
educational migration in Canada; presents the
results of a study on "Halal" cafes in Moscow as
a space for representing Muslim culture; and
analyzes the socioeconomic status of women
in Iran at the beginning of the Constitutional
Revolution of 1905-1911.

V.V.Komleva presents the results
of her study of social psychoanalysis as
an interdisciplinary tool for analyzing
international relations. She pays particular
attention to unconscious motives, archetypal
structures, psychological trauma, and
ideological constructs. This allows for a deeper
understanding of the dynamics of international
conflicts, including the Armenian-Azerbaijani
conflict. The experiment integrating artificial
intelligence (GPT) with psychoanalytic methods
is of undoubted scientific interest, opening
up new perspectives for analysis. The author
emphasizes the importance of further developing
this approach in the context of Russian political
science and international relations.

S.A.Kavun examines the status of women
inIran on the eve of the Constitutional Revolution
of 1905-1911, analyzing their role in social,
familial, economic, and educational spheres.
The study identifies factors in the formation
of the women's movement and the need to
eliminate gender inequality, which is crucial for
understanding sociopolitical processes in Iran
during that period.

The "Power, Politics, State" section
includes articles dedicated to the analysis
of key aspects of international and domestic
political processes that are of interest to political
scientists and military experts. This section
provides a comprehensive and multifaceted
overview of international and national processes,
their interactions, and their influence on global
and regional stability. This approach helps to
better understand complex political phenomena
and their consequences for the international
system.

In the article "The Iran-Israel War:
Background, Outcome and Consequences”,
V.I.Sazhin provides a comprehensive analysis of
the causes, dynamics, and consequences of the
military conflict between Iran and Israel that
erupted in 2025 and marked the culmination
of a 45-year standoff. Since the 1979 Islamic
Revolution, Iran has consistently maintained
anti-Israeli rhetoric, which has become the
cornerstone of its foreign policy ideology.
The conflict has gone through three stages:
propaganda (1980-2003), related to the Iranian
nuclear program (2003-2024), and armed (since
2024). A distinctive feature of the war in 2025
has been the widespread use of missiles and
unmanned aerial systems, due to the significant
distance between opposing sides. For Iran, this
conflict has become a turning point, significantly

affecting its geopolitical position and domestic
politics.

I.LKh.Salavatov analyses the evolution of
military-civil relations in a historical context
up to the 20th century. The author examines
the views of thinkers from antiquity, the Middle
Ages, the Renaissance and the modern era on the
formation of military institutions, recruitment
principles, interaction between military and
civilian structures and their role in political
crises. This analysis demonstrates that historical
experience plays a key role in understanding
current transformations in this area, enabling
us to identify patterns and trends in the
development of military civil relations.

The study of the mechanisms of
penetration of Russian narratives into Western
discursive practices through the tools of
"soft power" is presented in an article by
N.M.Deremyan. The study is based on an analysis
of media space and official documents, which
allowed identifying key narratives and assessing
their impact on public opinion. The results of this
analysis indicate the high effectiveness of Russian
narrative strategies, due to the integrated use of
various platforms and communication tools. The
author emphasizes the importance of investing in
"soft power", as a strategic resource, for achieving
foreign policy goals of the Russian Federation.

A.V.Vasilenko examines the threats to
political stability and digital sovereignty in
Uzbekistan posed by the fragmented regulation
of artificial intelligence. The country lacks
specialized legislation, ethical standards, risk
assessment mechanisms, and a system for
delineating responsibilities in the AI field. This
creates favorable conditions for manipulation
and potential infringement of sovereignty. To
minimize these risks, it is necessary to adopt a
comprehensive regulatory act that takes into
account international experience and current
challenges in digital technology.

This issue concludes with a review by
Z.Sh.Sayidzoda, Doctor of Historical Sciences
and Head of the CIS Department at the
Institute for Asian and European Studies of the
National Academy of Sciences of Tajikistan, of
the monograph "Modern Political Thought in
Tajikistan"byV.V.KomlevaandH.P.Nigmatullaeva.
This study is the first in the national academic
tradition to comprehensively analyze the genesis
and evolution of a national school of political
thought. The relevance of this research stems
from the need to deepen scholarly dialogue and
