Dear Readers!

We are pleased to present the results of
our research, which we hope will be of interest. The
publications in this issue of the journal cover a wide
range of topics, from the philosophical foundations
of global politics to the analysis of state images in the
expert community and regional processes. In some
cases, the works published in this issue are the result
of years of research and demonstrate the high level of
expertise and erudition of the authors.

The section "International, Global and Regional
Processes” includes articles devoted to various issues
of international relations and regional security.

D.L.Tsybakov's article explores how and
why military logic is increasingly influencing
contemporary global politics. The author examines
militarization not only as an increase in armaments
or the strengthening of armies, but also as a broader
process associated with changing world views, values,
and perceptions of the role of force in international
relations. The article demonstrates that, in a context of
multipolarity and global instability, military factors are
increasingly becoming part of states' political thinking
and foreign policy strategies. Particular attention is
paid to the connection between the spiritual sphere,
moral compass, and military-political expansionism
in the postmodern era. The main idea of the study
is that the level of militarization of global politics
cannot be explained solely by geopolitical interests or
the struggle for resources. It is equally important to
consider moral foundations, value systems, and ideas
that justify the use of force in global politics.

E.YuKirilina analyzes how the image of
Russia is shaped and explained in contemporary
Germany, primarily by expert circles, think tanks, and
political circles. Using discourse analysis, the author

perceptions of Russia are becoming dominant in
German public and political life. Particular attention
is paid to how experts and politicians speak about
Russia: what arguments they use, what images and
fears they reinforce, and what associations they form.
This helps us understand how Germany constructs
its own national identity and how it influences the
country's foreign policy. The author demonstrates
that Russia is increasingly portrayed in Germany as a
serious, almost existential threat to European security.
This image is used to justify the strengthening of
militaristic policies and a shift in public sentiment
toward a greater readiness for confrontation. As a
result, perceptions of Russia are becoming highly
securitized, significantly narrowing the space for
dialogue between the two countries.

K.M.Odiboev examines the CSTO as a key
element of security in Northern Eurasia. The author
demonstrates the organization's potential, the
institutions and strategic mechanisms that define its
role in regional politics, and the factors that limit its
influence. Particular attention is paid to how the CSTO
can integrate into the broader international security
system. According to the author, if the organization
can more actively interact with other structures and
participate in resolving regional crises, its importance
will significantly increase. In this case, the CSTO could
become not only a collective defense instrument for
member states but also a more prominent participant
in the formation of a new security architecture in
Northern Eurasia and beyond.

The "Changing Society” section begins
with the article by D.V.Belinskaya, S.E.Zhulikov and
0.V.Zhulikova on youth values in post-Soviet countries.
Based on empirical data, the authors show the
attitudes, life goals and behaviour patterns of young
people in different countries of the region. Special
attention is paid to the differences between countries,
which allow us to see how young values are influenced
by social, economic, political and cultural changes. The
authors emphasise that the views of today's younger
generation are evolving in challenging circumstances,
as traditional social institutions change, digitalisation
intensifies and ideas about careers, families, success
and civic engagement transform. The article shows
that young people are not just adapting to new
situations but are themselves becoming important
agents of change. It is the younger generation that
largely defines new cultural norms, value orientations,
and future directions for society.

S.AKulesh's article compares Russia and
Japan's approaches to sustainable development. The
author demonstrates that, despite their geographical

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proximity and similar challenges, these countries
have developed their policies differently. In Russia,
sustainable development remained on the periphery
for a long time in the 1990s, but later became more
dependent on government policy and major strategic
decisions. In Japan, by contrast, the approach to
sustainable development emerged amid economic
stagnation, where business, corporations, and
local authorities assumed a significant role. The
article focuses on who exactly promotes sustainable
development. In Russia, the state plays a leading role,
while in Japan, the corporate sector and regional
government are more prominent. This publication
helps us understand how the economic situation,
political decisions, and the participation of various
actors influence social institutions and development
models.

A V.Ten and N.M.Choloyev address the topic
of sustainable development through the issue of
water resources in Central Asia. In their article, they
demonstrate that water for the region is not only
an environmental issue, but also a legal, social and
political one. The authors examine how water use is
regulated, what international legal mechanisms exist,
and why transboundary cooperation is so important.
They emphasize that social stability, environmental
security and development in Central Asian countries
depend directly on equitable and coordinated water
management. Their article helps us understand how
water issues link to broader challenges for sustainable
development, and how long-term stability cannot
be achieved without effective legal solutions in the
region.

T.T.Shabolotov and N.A.Nuraliev examine
external labor migration as one of the key challenges
facing Kyrgyzstan. The authors demonstrate that
traditional labor migration routes are becoming
less stable, necessitating a more flexible and
well-thought-out migration policy. The article
discusses the need to develop organized forms of
labor migration, collaborate with international
organizations, implement digital management tools,
and recognize migrants' qualifications. This should
help to make migration safer and more beneficial
for both citizens and the state. Particular attention is
paid to returning migrants. The authors emphasize
that their reintegration should not be limited to one-
time support. It is important to create jobs, develop
small businesses, assist with professional adaptation,
and improve financial literacy. Then, the return of
migrants can become a development resource rather
than a social problem.

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from Central Asia to Russia has remained stable
over time. Drawing on research from 2021-2025, the
author demonstrates that economic difficulties are
not the only factor. He argues that migration flows
are supported by deeper historical factors, namely a
shared Soviet past, knowledge of the Russian language,
established labor migration routes, accessibility to
the Russian labor market, and the dependence of
many families on earnings abroad. The author also
notes that the COVID-19 pandemic has not disrupted
this migration system. It has merely temporarily
altered its scale, conditions of entry, employment,
and adaptation for migrants in Russia. In other words,
historical connections not only explain the origins of
migration but also help it persist even during times of
crisis.

V.K.Belozerov explores the connection
between history and modernity in his article.
The author demonstrates how historical ideas of
revanchism continue to influence contemporary
politics and public sentiments in Germany. He traces
the development of these ideas from the early 19th
century through the Nazi period to the present day. The
author convincingly argues that it is unacceptable and
dangerous to diminish attention to revanchism which
manifests itself in various guises in Germany. This
allows us to connect Germany's historical experience
with its current political course. The author concludes
that the rise of Russophobic sentiments in modern
Germany contributes to the return of revanchist
ideas. In this context, Germany's anti-Russian policy,
strengthening of its military potential and desire for
leadership in Europe are seen as manifestations of
deeper historical trends. The study draws on a wide
range of sources, including documents, memoirs, and
contemporary analytical materials.

K.E.Kozhukhova's article examines how the
historical memory of the Japanese invasion is shaped
in China and why this topic remains significant to
Chinese society. The author demonstrates that the
memories of events from this period influence not
only collective consciousness, but also Chinese people's
perception of their own national identity. Special
attention is paid to how historical experience of war
and occupation influences contemporary politics,
public opinion, and China's relations with other
countries, especially Japan. The research uses historical
documents, specialized sources, and sociological data.
This study helps us understand why memories of the
Japanese occupation in China are seen not only as
a part of the past, but also as an essential element of
current national policy and international agenda.

article. The work covers the period before Islam spread
in the region and focuses on the Avestan geographical
tradition reconstructed from the texts of Avesta
and Pahlavi literature. It examines the reports of
Russian expeditions which recorded toponymical,
hydrographic and ethno-cultural features of the
region. An interdisciplinary approach allows the
author to systemize ancient geographical features and
identify onyms and hydronyms mentioned in Avestan
canons. The results are important for reconstructing
ethnic and cultural identity of Tajiks and developing
Zoroastrianism. Materials from Russian researchers
serve as the basis for further studies in Avestic
geography and Zoroaster's biography.

The section "Power, Politics, State" presents
an interdisciplinary analysis of the political life and
state structure of several countries. A.A.Azarenkova's
article analyzes the mechanisms by which historical
narratives about the events of World War II are used
to construct public consciousness in contemporary
Romania. The work examines in detail the rhetorical
strategies and ideological tools employed by political
elites to shape national identity and legitimize the
actions of the authorities. This is the purpose of a
specific interpretation of the events of World War
II. The author carefully examines scholarly works,
materials from Romanian media, museum and
memorial work in the country, and constructs the
process by which historical narratives influence public
consciousness.

0.V.Agafonova's article discusses changes in
Germany's defense policy. This "change of era led to
the development of the National Security Strategy and
Military Strategy, which consolidated a course towards
building up Germany's defensive potential and
redefining Germany's role in Euro-Atlantic security.
The author interprets these changes as "transitional
normalisation” - a strengthening of military capability
while maintaining multilateralism and rule of law
principles. Germany's historical strategic culture
determines its likelihood of becoming a leading
military power within NATO, as evidenced by the
dynamics of rearmament.

M.V.Pupysheva's research focuses on the
formation and transformation of memory politics
in Spain. The author demonstrates that attitudes
toward the past in the country have not been static.
At various stages, Spanish society and the state have
interpreted historical legacy, controversial events, and
figures differently. The focus is on the mechanisms
through which collective memory is formed:
memorial institutions, educational programs, cultural
practices, public debates, and initiatives of various
